*Not registered to vote and want to vote in this election? You must go in person to the City Clerk’s
office as soon as possible but not later than 8:00pm on election day. Proof of residency is required and
photo ID should be presented.

*Already registered, but changing your address? You have three options:

1) You must go to the City Clerk’s office and bring a document showing proof of residency (Driver’s

license, paycheck, bank statement, current utility bill or another government document)

2) Vote at your old voting location one more time ABSENTEE BY-MAIL BALLOT

3) Request an absent voter ballot from your old city or township clerk N* g x/

City Hall hours are 8:00am-4:00pm Monday-Friday, Special hours: Saturday, November 2, 2024 from
8:00am - 4:00pm and November 5, 2023 from 7:00am — 8:00pm. Please bring photo ID.

The deadline to obtain an absentee ballot online or by mail is 5:00pm on November 1% or in person at the
Clerk’s office up until 4:00pm on November 5, 2024. Absentee ballots must be returned by 8:00pm on
Election Day to be counted.
